Battle Creek Outfitters: (www.battlecreekoutfitters.com) BCO offers guided elk and mule deer hunting in Oregon.  They have very successful hunts with elk percentages running near 75+% on 275 and better bulls (5X5 and better).  They have nearly 100% success on their deer hunts with one ranch being in the 180 class range (150+ are common) and another area with scores in the 140-150 range.  They have guaranteed outfitter tags for some hunts and others are on a draw.  The draw deadline is May 15th.  Deer and elk tags in their area are close to a 90% chance of drawing!  At this point they have 8 elk hunts left (4 on the Castle Rock Ranch) and 10 deer.  These hunts won’t last long as we have guys looking for both muleys and elk.  This is a great addition to our system to bring more quality outfitters on where tags are accessible.  They will be paying 15% commission and we will inspect them in September on a mule deer hunt
