Convention
The 18th Annual Outdoor Connection Convention is now only 7 short weeks away. There will be a side pot created individually for the largest tuna and dorado brought to the scale each day.  The fee will be $10 per person per day.  This will get you into both pots at $5 each.  We will pay out on Thursday evening for each day.

Boats will leave the dock at 7:00am each morning and rods must be out of the water by 3:00pm each day.  Every fish you catch must have a digital photo taken of it to confirm your fish count.
