Brazil Inspection Trips
I am still looking for takers on two of the Alaska inspection trips.  We have 3-4 spots left to fill on the boat based trip and one spot to join Rod Regel (OC-WI) on the Nushagak River trip.  Here are the details again:

Alaska Good Time Charters (www.alaskagoodtimecharters.com).   The dates are Aug 6-11, 2007.  The regular price for the five day trip is $2,500 each but, they are giving us a deal for 6 OC franchise owners to go at $1,600 each.  This is a great live aboard fishing trip in the Prince William Sound.

2 for 1 deal to two OC FO's.  Dates: Aug 15-20

The trip includes - 5 nights lodging and silver salmon and trout fishing on the Nushagak River.  Price is $2,000 regular so this will be $1,000 per franchise owner.

I hope you are well.  Attached is info on remaining hunt openings I have for 2007.
 

With the addition of another camp in Jerry's area and a couple of really good guides who can come a couple weeks earlier, I have some really good, early season hunts still available, plus one in mid Sept and one in October.  
 

August 29-Sept 11 - 12 day hunt. I have at least 3 hunts available.  All are 2 specie Combo hunts 

 

1 for moose/goat (with horses). Black bear or caribou could be an option

 

1 for moose/goat/caribou - backpack

 

1 for Grizzly and Caribou (goat option) - backpack.  It looks like I'll be able to take a Grizzly on trophy fee basis in the neighbors area, as he has an extra grizzly tag, he won't ge using.  Other than that, I'm pretty well booked for bears, for 3 years.  I'd even be charge the combo hunt price and just charge a higher trophy fee rate when/if a bear is taken.  

 

1 for elk/goat or caribou/goat - backpack.  

 

All the above hunts are challenging, but high success.  A decent hunter should get 2 animals and possibly 3 on any of the above hunts.  References on my website, for these hunt dates and areas are:  John Carrol, Ark; Jim Johnson, OR; Rick Young, OR; Ricardo Maldonado, Mexico; Andrew McAnally, TX.  
 

August 22-29th - 6 day hunt - goat, but could find a caribou.  Backpack.  I can do this 1x1, with one hunter or 2x1 for 2 hunters.  

 

Sept 11-18th - 6 day goat or caribou hunt - horse/hiking.  Moose could be a possibility, but it would cost more than a caribou or goat, because we are on a quota system. 

 

Oct 7-16th - I have a hunter who needs to move his hunt to 2008.  This is a moose with goat option hunt, using horses.

 

Regarding pricing, I'll discount any of these hunts 10%, including trophy fees on additional animals.  None of them are an official cancellation.
