Mid summer report from Eagle Nest:
Greetings Marc,

Let us start by saying thanks to all those that have visited us already this year. It certainly has been an active season with many things going on in all different directions.

The Lodge has been exceptionally busy with close to maximum capacity plus, since late May. Finally toward the end of July the pace slowed down somewhat to give all of us a chance to regroup. Once we get to the 3rd of August, we are back on a roll to the end of our season in early October. We look at it as phase 2 of a great summer. Anyone that has not made final arrangements with us, please do so. There still are a few dates available that we can accommodate small groups.

This certainly can be considered a summer. We were getting use to a summer that would last only about 2 weeks, but this year summer arrived in early June and never left. In many ways it has been great for our guests and fishing. The only negative is the risk of forest fires with all the warm dry weather. Resources have been doing an excellent job of keeping on top of things, and to date all is ok.

The warm stable weather created quite a change in the Northern Pike catch. Daily we are getting Pike in the 40 inch range. This started back in June, and continues today; with 10 plus Pike over 36 inches caught yesterday. Our Big Fish List already has over 200 entries. This trend keeps everybody happy.

As usual the Walleyes have been plentiful and seldom create any problems for a good catch or a few take homes. There has been a notable difference in the Smallmouth Bass fishing. Many of our guests that fish for Smallies in big numbers during June came up short handed, as the water warmed up very early in the season putting the Bass peak at late May rather than mid June. Our guides quickly converted our Bass buster clients to monster Pikers.  Overall there have been many good times with superb weather and exceptional catches.

Our projects in camp are on going but setting no records. The pace looking after all our visitors makes less time for other details. Not to bore you with the little jobs, we did manage to renovate Dancing Bear, finish half of the new staff building, install the walk in freezer and built about 25% of the new dock. Also, Erwin spends every spare moment on the Log cabin he is building. Long days, short nights, but it’s all good.

The action at the Landing has been non-stop. Between renting cottages, boats, campsites and spending some time with those on the 6-night package, there is never a dull moment. Most of the guests staying at the Base have done quite well with their fishing this year. Considering we do not offer any guide service at the Landing, this is a good thing. Boat rentals, campers and cabin rentals are having a great day out and enjoying their quiet time.

Taking into account we only have about 70 sleeps before it is time to begin closing down and preparing for ’07, some of you keeners or late planners need to visit the calendar and contact us. We would be pleased to accommodate your "time out" and rejuvenate those relax cells to handle the real world.....CHEERS!!
